So, You Want to Paint Your Boat?

When I bought my little Columbia 26 a couple of 
years ago she had some gouges on the sides and 
needed new bottom paint. The red/white/ blue 
color scheme seemed uninspired so I searched the 
Interlux and Pettit paint samples for just the right 
color combination. I wanted something a bit 
different than all the other white and blue boats 
and settled on Pettit's Grand Banks Beige with 
black and white trim.  

Painting your boat works best in moderate tem-
perature conditions (65 - 75 degrees). If it is too  
warm the paint sets up quickly and you can't smooth it out easily. You will need lots of extra equipment and supplies: 
rags, latex gloves, good brushes and rollers, appropriate sized sand paper, paint tray liners, stir sticks, can opener, 
garbage bags, broom, duct tape, blue painters tape, and a box to put it all in. Before you head to the boat-yard to 
work, think through what you will need. Next, I suggest you read and follow exactly the paint manufacturer's 
instructions. This could mean several kinds of solvents (brushing thinner, acetone and dewaxer). The boat-yard will 
require that you use their vacuum sander (very heavy sanders) or have an approved vacuum that you attach to your 
own sander. After a really good sanding to get the old paint off, you may need to fill blisters, gel coat or fix the rust 
on your keel. This will involve additional materials and tools. If you are doing the topsides, de-waxing is critical to a 
good finish. Sanding is super important with the right grit. Follow with the correct solvent - don't skip this step. 
Bottom paint is easy - it goes on pretty thick and is easy to get it right. Topside painting takes many days (paint, sand, 
solvent, repeat) and multiplies with several colors. Be sure to ask the boat-yard professional how to apply tape to get 
the perfect straight line on a curved surface.  

Painting the boat was satisfying - long surfaces that are easy to sand and paint. I filled the gouges, applied epoxy 
fillers, and sanded offthe old vinyl stuck-on boat name. Doing the decks was more difficult. Lots oflong spaces to 
paint, deck hardware to work around (taping everything or using a little tiny brush), and working with non-skid. It is 
harder to do all the steps (sand, solvent, paint) on the decks, but the paint won't stick if you don't do it right, and next 
year you will have to start over.  

Don't be discouraged, plan to take twice as long in the boat-yard as you think you will, and follow all environmental 
regulations or they won't let you come back. Home Depot will become your second home, although you can only get 
the solvents at West Marine (or Fisheries Supply) and they will have good recommendations or products for epoxy or 
gel-coat fixes. Talk to several different people and get a convergence of ideas. Read everything you can to get expert 
advice. Gather a couple of trusted and skilled friends to help - and share the long hours. You will earn every 
margarita. Have fun - you can do it!
